Why recycle motor oil and filters?

® Oil is a valuable energy resource and two
gallons of used motor oil can generate enough
electricity for an average home for one day.

@ One gallon of oil can contaminate one million
gallons of fresh water (about a year's supply of
water for 50 people).

# Oil filters are made of steel, which is highly
recyclable.

@ Recycling all oil filters sold in the US each year
would produce 160,000 tons of steel
(enough for 15 Mariner’s Stadium roofs).
