You specifically were concerned about vehicle speeds
on Somerset Place SE. To address this concern, you
suggested speed bumps.

Our findings include:

m Based on the recorded speed and volumes on the
street, we do not recommend moving forward with
physical measures, such as speed bumps.

m Physical measures such as speed humps are
limited to streets where the majority of motorists
are exceeding the speed limit by 10 mph. Also,
our guidelines for measures apply to streets with
average daily volumes of at least 300 vehicles.
