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Thank you for contacting the City of Bellevue
with your concerns about vehicle speeds on
173rd Avenue NE.

After conducting a field review and speed and
volume studies, we have compiled the data and our
recommendations into this Traffic Analysis Report.

Please review the summary of findings and our
recommendations on the next pages.

You specifically were concerned about vehicle speeds on
173rd Avenue NE. To address this concern, you suggested
speed bumps and radar feedback speed signs.

Our findings include:

When considering a street for traffic calming
measures such as the installation of speed humps,
we look at a series of roadway characteristics
including vehicle speeds, traffic volumes, reported
collisions, proximity to schools, and walkability.
These characteristics are analyzed to determine
the location's ranking amongst other candidate
locations. Every two years, staff review the list of
candidate locations and their ranking to select

the projects that will move forward depending on
available funding. We have added 173rd Avenue NE
to the list for consideration.

The City of Bellevue also has a stationary radar sign
program. This program has a similar format to that
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of requests for traffic calming measures, where
locations are ranked amongst other candidate
locations for stationary radar signs. Projects are
selected based on the ranking of the location and
available resources for new projects every two
years. We have added 173rd Avenue NE to our
stationary radar sign candidate location list, and it
will be analyzed during our next review period.

We recommend you utilize our yard signs or radar
dolly to help encourage motorists to respect the
speed limit. We encourage you to speak with your
neighbors about the included education program
recommendations. If you and your neighbors
would like to move forward with these programs,
please contact me at Iglas@bellevuewa.gov or at
425-452-2841.

encourage motorists to respect the neighborhood, drive responsibly,
and drive 25 mph.

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You can borrow and place a radar dolly on your street for up to two
weeks. This unit gives motorists feedback on the speed at which they are
driving on a digital reader board, encouraging them to obey the speed
limit.

Once
we receive a request, city staff will contact you to make arrangements for
both the drop-off and pick-up of the radar dolly at your home.
