Senate Bill 5290

Implementation Approach

* Follow Department of Commerce Guidance
Considering process changes — accountability measures
Codify submittal requirements for project permits

Modify shot clocks for permit types with special circumstances
» Calibrated approach within SB 5290 framework
« Move certain permits (LD, LP, LN, LO) into the 170-day category
* Reduce risk of unintended consequences
Adopt 3 streamlining measures prior to 2025
« Imposing reasonable fees per RCW 82.02.020
» Consultant contracts and supporting 25-26 budget authority
» 25-26 budgeted positions to support quick response

Continue to focus on process improvements in the future
