= Applications and permits — higher than expected in 2024
= Valuation of building permits — lower than expected in 2024

= |nspection volumes - decreased throughout 2024

= In the pipeline - high volume of multi-family projects

= 2025 forecast - similar volumes and level of investment

= Continue to focus efforts on process improvements

= First review decision performance improving in most areas

= Resources - combination of staffing and consultants

= Land Use permits - 2025 focus on managing shot clocks

= Building permits - 2025 focus on consolidated review

= Resource streamlining measures adopted with 25-26 budget
