CONCEPT
o BGCB approaches City with proposal (2017)
o BGCB funds design, construction & operation of 

“fieldhouse” 
 Indoor facility to accommodate field sport practice & training
 Non-sports use, with focus on “active” uses
 Partners collaborate on facility design
 Estimated 30-40,000 sf in size

o Partners jointly utilize facility based on agency 
strengths

o Designed for all ages, with focus on youth 
& teens

o Hidden Valley Gymnasium:  23,000 sf

o Robinswood Tennis Center:  30,000 sf

o South Bellevue Community Center:  34,000 sf

o Other City Community Centers:  20,000 sf

o Wilburton Elementary School:  82,000 sf

30,000 – 40,000 square feet
